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The Estonian Academy of Arts in Tallinn
welcomes you to apply for a 2-year
Master's program in Urban Studies,

The program
combines rigorous academic research
with intensive field-work. Our students
have previous academic background

in architecture and/or humanities.
Integrating critical interrogation and
experimental practice, the program has
a triple focus on social uses, spatial pro-
grams and urban forms.

The form of assignments includes
term-long research studios, intensive
workshops, lectures, seminars, and
field trips. The distinctive mark of the
Master in Urban Studies is its reliance
on theoretically informed action in the
field. We take students' effort seriously:

the program engages 'real' actors and
create opportunities for public presen-
tation, discussion and publishing of the
best works.

The Master's program is fully in English
and it has a strong international ori-
entation. The curriculum includes a
number of workshops and lecture
courses by international scholars and
practitioners. Students also participate
in hosting the annual international con-
ference Urban and Landscape Days.

The education prepares students to
engage with urban issues at the inter-
section between design practice,
political practice and theoretical knowl-
edge. The program prepares graduates
for further study at the PhD level.

Depending on their background dis-
cipline, prospective students should

have an outstanding portfolio of either
design or written work (realised or pub-
lished work is not required, but it is an
advantage) in a field relevant to the dis-
cipline of Urban Studies (architecture,
planning, geography, social sciences,
art history, etc). Students' strong inter-
est in urban phenomena, manifested

in their previous work at the level of
design skills and/or research experi-
ence is decisive. Crucially, prospective
students are able to manifest that they
are willing and capable to integrate
these two forms of urban knowledge

in their Master's studies. Prospective
students are able to formulate original
questions, problems and approaches
that they would like to pursue during
the Master Studies. A fluent command
of the English language is required.

The requirement for admissions to
Master’s studies is a Bachelor’s degree,
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higher education obtained on the basis
of professional higher education cur-
riculum or other relevant qualification
that gives access to Master’s studies.

The admission time for international
applicants is March 1% till May 15%, 2014.
